A peaceful future can only be achieved with truth and recognition for the victims

For more than 20 years, the EU has supported 
the peace and reconciliation process in Colombia, 
ravaged by decades of armed conflict. 

Since the historic signing of the peace agreement in 
2016, FPI has been working with Colombian institutions 
and civil society to build peace and stability through 
transitional justice activities. 

Over €16.5 million provided by FPI to support the peace 
process in Colombia covering the following actions: 



€6.5 million for the collection of 
testimonies and communicative, 

educational, and artistic activities that 
encourage truth seeking 

€170,000 to contribute to 
the process of closing the Truth 

Commission’s archives and handing 
them over to the JEP and the General 

Archives of the Nation 

Creating spaces for dialogue, trust 
and country´s collective memory 

that supports the rights of victims 

Promoting the Truth Commission’s 
mandate to national and local 

audiences, particularly young people 
and those sceptical or indifferent to 

the peace process  

Providing technical and legal support 
for the access, security and 

management of the archive  

14,971 interviews, 28,580 voices 
heard, 74% of stories told by 
indigenous and afro Colombian 
communities, farmers, victims 

organisations and Human Rights 
Defenders 

Supporting the improvement of 
technical tools to improve access 
so that the truth is made known to all 

Supporting the legacy of the 
Truth Commission by ensuring the 
distribution of the report to victims 

and the population
