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FPI corporate indicators

Corporate indicators are indicators that monitor FPI achievements as an EC Service. They monitor
the implementation of the FPI Strategic Plan 2020-2024 and illustrate how FPI contributes to
Objective 4 of the von der Leyen Commission’s political priorities ‘A Stronger Europe in the World’ as
described in the FPI Intervention Logic. The indicators chosen do not encompass all of FPI’s activities
but only highlight certain elements of a wider performance picture. They may also be used to
monitor interventions.
